	Description
Provide a short description of the event and its activities.

	The town twinning event, named Solidarity among EU Communities in Times of Crisis, was organized in Cristuru Secuiesc, Romania between 4-6 August 2023, it involved delegations from Romania, Slovakia and Hungary and a total of 700 invitees from this countries.
The general objective of the programme was to create an opportunity for an international meeting of different municipalities, during which delegates of the countries and towns could engage in activities and round table discussions about current difficulties and opportunities affecting the EU and their communities. In addition, it aims to strengthen friendships and cooperation between municipalities. 
Among the objectives and themes covered, we can mention solidarity as a central concept. Within the framework of this topic, participants dealt with the conflict in the neighboring Ukraine and the manifestations of European countries against this situation. The participants processed the topic during presentations and roundtable discussions. Besides this, strengthening of the European identity also played a prominent role. In addition, the aftershocks of the Covid-19 pandemic were processed and solutions were proposed which could be implemented in each participating country.
In addition, the program provided an opportunity to get to know each other's cultures, to present traditional tastes and gastronomy. It also provided opportunities for children and young people, children could relax through handicraft and sports activities, and young people could learn more about the European Solidarity Corps and Erasmus+ programmes. 
The delegates of the municipalities had the opportunity to listen to 6 presentations on the aftershocks of the Covid-19 pandemic and good practices, 4 brainstorming activities on the topics of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict, solidarity and European identity, and 2 roundtable discussions on these topics. In addition, the 700 direct participants, invited guests and nearly 5000 people involved could participate in 2 sporting events, a friendly football match and the Petőfi Memorial and Community Run. In addition, there were 2 cultural activities per day, a total of 6 during the event, which brought the participants closer together. 1 blog page and 1 short film summary have been created about the event, which can be viewed online by those interested.
